Lake Amistad currently 
enjoys not only excellent stocks of Largemouth Bass, but also the hard-fighting Striped 
Bass, Crappie and Sunfish.

Have you ever seen the Devils River? 

  
The Devils River is a pristine, whitewater river.  It begins at the northwest Sutton County 
where six watercourses come together:  Dry Devils River, Granger Draw, House Draw, 
Jackson, Flat Rock Draw and Rough Canyon.  It flows southwest for 94 miles and empties 
into the northeaster shore of the Amistad Reservoir. 
   
The Devils River is considered the most unspoiled river in Texas.  Its remote location limits 
pollution from human and animal populations.  In addition, the river flows underground for 
part of its journey.  As it passes underground, the gravel, sand and limestone scrub the river 
water clean before it re-emerges some 20 miles downstream. 
   
The Devils River is undoubtedly the most beautiful stream in Texas.  With crystal clear 
water, often cliff lined, with springs pouring out of the cliff along the way, it is also known as 
one of America's finest and most productive small mouth bass fisheries.  Its beauty is 
beyond description.
